A draft policy paper which “Rights 4 All” will submit to the government next month. The policy paper addresses important legal reforms which the government has committed to, about the right to education. 
A. Executive summary
The following issues are important, to be seen by policy makers.

1. “Education for all”, both healthy, and those with disabilities.  

2. According to article 24, of the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities,C.R.P.D, which has been ratified by  the  country  and as the persons with special needs are mostly affected by exclusion from the mainstream education, they, have The right  of inclusive education ,which means  that their should be a modified integration which takes into account all the needs ,physical and educational .

3. legislations, policies and strategies which manage this issue as there is a pervasive denial of  the right of persons with disabilities  to the inclusive education, and for example around 15 to 20 per cent of all students have been estimated as having special needs ,their legal rights have to be protected. There should be  a constitutional guarantee of free and compulsory basic education to all children, and also an Adaptation and entrench legislation aimed at ensuring the rights of persons with disabilities
4. The above legislations should prohibit discrimination in employment.
5. There has to be no interference with the enjoyment of this right. And their has to ensure the equal enjoyment of this right between men and women. , Jordan must take steps, using the maximum of available resources, with a view to achieve the full realization of the right to education.
6. Transfer students from special programmes to regular classes.
7.  Train special educators to serve as additional resources to regular teachers
8. The promotion of active and effective monitoring of the fulfillment, of the integration of persons with disability into mainstream educational systems, and the Development of accountability mechanisms.
9. Their has to be no segregated education that leads to the development of separate educational systems specially that  for persons with disabilities, often referred to as “special schools”
10. Their has to be a single governmental institution, the ministry of Education, which should have the responsibility of ensuring the fulfillment of the right to inclusive education for all.
11. Public campaigns to raise awareness in this regard ,because its not the disability but the attitude who is responsible for the prejudice, against, people with special needs ,with a focus on  training to parents of children with disabilities so that they know  their rights,.
12. Allocation of financial resources for the adequate accommodation of all students

B.The need for change.
1.  As the right of inclusive education is so important, and the real situation on ground is not so supportive, and as this is a right to persons with special need, guranted by the international laws which has been ratified by the state, as the CRPD.
2. In Jordan people with disabilities are not completely included in education, and those who have a disability are usually not accepted in the main stream education. Their education is delivered through special centers, mainly private, and some public centers, which are usually not well equipped, and deal more with the physical needs rather than   the educational needs, regardless of the disability.

3. There is a high rate of exclusion from main stream schools on the basis of disability ,around 45 percent, to a special educational center, which is not schools, as much as it is a place to deal with physical needs. And around 40 percents are excluded to no where. There are around 8 specialized centers, for this.
4. The public schools are not well equipped to deal with persons with disabilities, neither physical nor educational.

5. The present of persons with disabilities who usually continue their education, and have a university degrees are around 5 percent of all.
6. Based on the above mentioned, the co morbidity rate is high among persons with disabilities, whether physical, mental, social, or financial. And this make anew burdens on their families.

7. 71 percent of caregivers in Jordan are having burdens, emotional, social and economic, because their relatives of disabilities are not getting their right of education.

8. According to the ministry of educations regulations, education is compulsory until the tenth grade, but this is for all, and here again, and in practical terms, all means the healthy students.
So, this part of our Jordanian community is not getting their rights of education in acceptable way.
C. Relevance of the international human rights framework 

As the international human rights framework, is clear from many ratified international treaties as the CRPD and others which the state has to implement
 International Human rights law places three broad obligations on Jordan in relation to the right of people with disabilities of education,
 First, the State must not interfere with the enjoyment of this right.

 Secondly, the State must protect against discrimination and ensure the equal enjoyment of this right between men and women.

 Thirdly, the State must take steps, using the maximum of available

Resources, with a view to achieving the full realization of the right to education.

 As parties to human rights treaties, it is of course States that have the primary legal obligation to respect, protect and fulfill the right to education under those treaties.
D. Recommendations for reform
 We do recommend the following 

1. Legislations, policies and strategies, which address that right of persons with disability of education.
2. Allocation of financial resources, and redistribution of the already available resources.
3. Transform existing special education resources - special schools or classes into resources to assist the mainstream system.

4. Use pyramid training techniques where teachers, once trained in inclusive Education methodologies, teach other teachers and so on.
5. Encourage persons with disabilities to train as teachers.
6. Revise testing methods to ensure that accommodation is made for students with disabilities.
7. Provide pre-service and in-service training to teachers so that they can Respond to diversity in the classroom
8. Provide regular access to new knowledge on school and classroom , the best Practices.
9. Provide training to parents of children with disabilities so that they know their rights and what to do about it.
10. Support civil organizations, including those of parents of children with Disabilities, to build capacity on the right to education and how to influence Effective policy and practice
11. Invest in inclusive early childhood care and education (ECCE) programme, which can lay the foundation for lifelong inclusion of children with disabilities in both education and society. 
12. There has to be consultative process, including disabled people’s organizations and groups for parents of disabled children, to develop a national ECCE policy.
13. Inclusion of the ECCE, the early childhood care and education  in key government resource documents 
14. Provide training to parents of children with disabilities so that they know their rights and what to do about it

15. Support  to the  civil organizations, including those of parents of children with disabilities, to build capacity on the right to education and how to influence effective policy and practice;

E. Obligations to include civil society in law and policy reform.
 As the civil society is composed of citizens, and families, and as the rights of persons with special needs to get inclusive education, is a basic right according to the ratified CRPD , and as the right to inclusion encompasses not only the  rights of marginalized learners but also, more broadly, the acceleration of cultural and value  shifts both in the education system and in the wider community there is an important need to involve ,individuals with disabilities and their families  in decisions, which means that our approach has to be based on scientific evidences as well as experiences, of both individuals with disabilities and their families. And the other point is that all social levels  of the society should be included, because organizations of persons with disabilities

And their families have proved to be a bastion for the advancement of the rights of persons with disabilities. Again involving civil society, is away of raising awareness ,as the   existing negative  attitudes and values towards persons with   disabilities; and the inattention to the specific needs of women with disabilities, is any issue which hinder the right of people with disabilities ,regarding the type of disability, to get the education they deserve. There is also the statement of, one-system-fits-all” solution, which has to be changed into amore individual driven programmes ,taking into account the individual variations, and again this  should  not only involve scientific evidences but also ,the individual as well as the society input.
As we said before their has to be a monitoring mechanisms for the full implementation of the  right of persons with disability, to get their education, and here the civil society,  have to be a partner in the monitoring process. 

The legislations which we have proposed before have also to guarantee the role of civil society organizations, to participate in law and policy reform.
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
