Mental health care services in small cities and villages are not available and patients with mental disorders cannot receive their requirement services except primary health care services.











2. Nondiscrimination and protection of human rights.

facilities for improvement of patients social, occupational and rehabilitation capabilities are inadequate and lack of proper socioeconomic supports due to negative attitudes toward them are a many other problems and according to personal observation or experience, founding job for people with mental disorders is hard because of mark and discrimination.












3. Lack of public awareness, Stigma. 
Public awareness of mental health and mental disorders people is low and Stigma and discrimination associated with mental disorders negatively affect access to care, as well as the social integration of people suffering from those disorders.

	How legislation can address these needs/barriers

1-1. Appropriate measures to ensure to persons with disabilities access, on an equal basis with others to  other facilities and services open or provided to the public, both in urban and in rural areas. (According to UN standards on human rights (especially the CRPD), Article 9, Accessibility). 
1-2. Facilitating the personal mobility of persons with disabilities in the manner and at the time of their 
choice, and at affordable cost. (According to UN 
standards on human rights (especially the CRPD),
 Article 20, Personal mobility).
1-3. Recognize patients’ individual needs and 
characteristics.
1-4. Supporting the formation of NGOs of consumers, families and other advocates and empowering them to participate 
in the development of public policy, drafting legislation and regulations, and in monitoring the implementation of the public policy and legislation.










2-1. Organize, strengthen and extend comprehensive habilitation and rehabilitation services and programs, particularly in the areas of health, employment, education 
and social services. (According to UN standards on human rights (especially the CRPD), Article 26, Habilitation and rehabilitation). 

2-2. Dissemination of guidebooks and leaflets about the mental health law and human rights.
2-3. Informing human right violations of people with mental disorders through the mass media.
2-4. Sensitization, information and education of the public about consumers’ rights and mental health legislation. 
2-5. Seminars on patients’ rights and medical ethics with the participation of experts in these areas.
2-6. Relevance of the international human rights framework.











3-1. according to government policies, mental health experts should give standard services and treatment to patients with mental disorders without stigma.
3-2. Raising awareness throughout society, including at the family level, regarding persons with disabilities, and to foster respect for the rights and dignity of persons with disabilities.
3-3. Promoting awareness of the capabilities and 
contribution of persons with disabilities.
3-4. Disseminating information about the rights provided in the new legislation can help to change public attitudes 
toward people with mental disorders. Both media and consumers, families and advocacy organizations can play a useful role in this process.
3-5. Facilitating and supporting capacity-building, including through the exchange and sharing of information, experiences, training programs and best practices by NGOs.

Strategies to overcome them 
1-1. Empowerment of organizations of consumers, families and other advocacy groups.
1-2. Implement an active strategy supporting organizations of consumers, with actions such as technical support, funding, evaluations of their functions and enhancing alliances and coalitions by the professionals in charge of mental health at the ministry of health.
1-3. Involving all organizations through the whole process of drafting and adapting mental health legislation.
1-4. Lobbying the executive and legislators.
1-5. Informing human right violations of people with mental disorders through the mass media.
1-6. Mental health advocacy groups should play an active role in these activities. The development of a new law is a valuable opportunity to empower organizations in their fight against marginalization and stigmatization of people with mental disorders.
1-7. Professionals in charge of mental health at the ministry of health can provide journalists with material for news, reports and interviews.
1-8. Non- governmental organizations must emphasize the importance of participatory management of the organizations. 
1-9. Technical support from WHO and international 
experts.



2-1. supporting advocacy activities with general health workers and mental health workers.
2-2. supporting advocacy activities with consumer groups, family groups and nongovernmental organizations.
2-3. supporting advocacy activities with policy-makers and planners.
2-4. supporting advocacy activities with the general population.
2-5. Train mental health workers and general health workers to work with consumer and family groups.
2-6. General strategies for supporting advocacy activities with the general Population.
2-7. Preparing guidebooks about the mental health legislation for helping the different stakeholders to reach adequate knowledge and understanding of its necessity.





3-1. Informing the deficiencies in the existing legislation
or the negative implications and consequences of not having mental health legislation.
3-1. Increasing the capacity, using all of responsible organization for developing implementation of mental health legislation.
3-2. Extending rehabilitation services in a package in whole country.
3-3. Bolding role of legal laws concerning to patients in society.
3-4. Community mental health care extension in whole country.
3-5. Community-based services need to be delivered in the primary care setting to provide accessible and humane mental health care.
3-6. Training and support to consumers and family groups to enable them to provide community care.
3-7. There is an urgent need for legislation reform, to improve mental health care delivery and protect human rights.
3-8. Medical insurance for patients with mental disorder.
