Assignment for the Module 5
1. Juan had no choice but to go and live with his mother.

The right for autonomy, the right to live independently, the right to be included in the community, the right to have the adequate standard of living as all these are described under Article 3,where the respect for autonomy is stated as a General Principle of CRPD; Article 19- Living independently and being included in the community. Art. 28- Adequate standard of living and social protection.

2. Because Juan did not take the medication at home, he was taken back to the hospital many times. 

The early a person with disabilities is assessed, the shorter will be the period of hospitalization and the person with disabilities has the right to community based services.

Art. 12 of ICESCR; Art. 19, 25 (d) and 26 of the CRPD; Principle 8 and 9 (2) from MI Principles. 

3.Juan did not like to be locked up in the hospital and he was afraid.

This is a typical case of human right infringement and according to ART.14.1 of CRPD-, the persons with mental disabilities must be granted the right to liberty and security on a equal basis with the others, with the Articles 7, 15,1, 17 of CRPD and with MI Principles.

4. Another time when Juan ran away from the hospital, his stepfather and brother tied him up with a cord and brought him back to the hospital. 

This general right to protection of human dignity is stated in Article 1, Article 3, Article 8, Article 15, Article 16 and Article 17 of CRPD as well as ICCPR and MI Principles (Principle 13).  .

5. Juan could work again, but the jobs didn’t last long or pay well.

The right to work and to be paid without discrimination.

Freedom from discrimination- UN Charter itself (Articles 55-56); Article 1 from  Universal Declaration of Human Rights; Article 2(2) of the ICESCR; Article 26 of the ICCPR; Article 5.2 of the CRPD.

1. The last time I was in the hospital four years ago, Juan fell in love with Maria, his future wife.

The right to have his own private life as any person in the world.

Article 8 (b); Art. 10; Art. 12; Art. 22; Art 23 of the CRPD.

2. Juan could work again.

The right to work.

Article 27- Work and employment. 

3. Juan receives a pension of about 90 USD per month. 

The right to a pension scheme. 

Art 5, Article 28 (e) of the CRPD.

4. Last time Juan saw the doctor, the psychiatrist told him that he was very well, and that as the result the psychiatrist was having his medication dose.

The right to individualized treatment.

Article 25 of CRPD-  the right to individualized treatment- together with the Principles 8 and 9(2) from MI Principles. 

5. Soon, Maria and Juan will move to their own home.

The right to life, to private life, to have a family.

Article5, Article 8 (b); Article 10; Article 19; Article 22; Article 23 of the CRPD; 

In Romania:
1. For this Juan’s situation , Romanian laws do not provide any provisions , so it is similar situation of infringement of the international laws and Principles as before.

2. The assessment of the patient, in the last four months is made, in the most majority of the cases, in early stages, by family physician and in Romania was raised the awareness of the public regarding this matter, because the Romanian Ministry of Health improve standards of the mental health care.

3. The patients are not locked up in any institutions for the mental health disabilities, with little number of exceptions- in those cases the patients are in danger for their own health and body integrity. This situation appeared after the 7th of December 2009 when appeared National center for Disabilities and Substance Abuse.  
4. The cruel treatment, torture and violation, aggression against the patient and treatment without dignity are less and less practiced, because of the community based services are starting to work through NGOs, helped by the advocacy made by NGOs and some Centers in the different parts of Romania.

5. For the persons with mental disabilities is very difficult to find out a job within employment market because the discrimination and traditionally and historically fact that the old law protect the society against the disabled people and those ones were and even nowadays are, the task for charity and social welfare. 

1. A person with mental disability has, very rare, a private normal life, because of the public stigma to that family that has a member o members with mental disability. In Romania are very rare cases of marriage or co-habitation between two mental disabled people. They are considered to be out of community and abnormal persons. 

2. The right to work for a mental disabled person is not stipulated in any Romanian law, even Romania signed the CRPD and Optional Protocols of it. So, the mental disabled persons have to make efforts and to be guided and supported in their efforts by national and international organization in order to reach this goal. A Romanian organization located in West part of the country- in Timisoara- with the participation of Swedish and Finnish support- is “ Pentru Voi” ( “ For YOU”).
3. The right to a pension scheme, according to the work the person made during the years of this/her existence, exists without discrimination , granted by the Law of Pensions- that will be reviewed, again, accordingly to International Monetary Fund inquiries- and last week- at the end of February – the most majority of the NGOs are involved within disabilities matter , made a memorandum in respect with the taxation of the pensions for disabled persons. 
4. The right to individualized treatment is practiced for many, many years, but as a medical liability and actually is stipulated in the Mal-Practice (Bad Practice) Survey, which is compulsory for all physicians from Romania.

5. A family composed by two mental disabled persons, in most majority of the cases, faces to a lot of impediments, because, legally they are not considered , without discrimination, able to maintain and pay a house/ apartment. More than it, they are not considered, legally, as being able to take care of themselves. So, Romania has to increase the public awareness in respect with the mental disabled people and their rights.
