 The   prolonged use of restraint that what happen to this case  is a result of absence of mental health law  and policies that regulate mental health services and limit the abuse and violation , we can’t  neglect  the misconception  of  mental illness and the education of staff about the risk of this procedure  have a major role to reducing the violation of human rights among mental disability persons most of this manifestation of violation can be avoided if the others  deal with person with mental  disability on an equal basis with others, they  being subjected to torture only because of  their disability with . all of this aggressive procedure and violation with free of their consent !
In my country we have not  mental health law subsequently no voluntary admission nor consent form the consent is taking from the relative only just to cover the legal aspect, which it represent the  person with mental disability are incompetent .
We are facing similar cases in my country with different circumstances ,if such story happened in my country the facility(hospital) will go to investigate the incident but the facility has not legal base to build up its decision  and that investigation happened  with no reporting the incident to external party ,unless the family of this case go to the  court but even if they do in absence of mental health law or national polices and procedure of theses intervention that lead to dilute the issue.

The possible legislation: first by create a national mental health council to represent the external part receiving the reports of incident of the facility and   monitoring mental health law implementation. voluntary admission can be taken place of the involuntary admission unless their a significant risk of case’s life or he /she Threatens other’s, the psychiatrist assess the risk via the interview with the case, the involuntary admission will ((limited to few days))one week for example  until the condition of the case get stable and another assessment to the case   then he/she free to go out the hospital once they ask for.
To limit  the mechanical restrain the facility should  train the staff with de-escalation technique, and set seclusion and physical restrain  policies.
