The asnwers

1.Discuss the case of Mrs. A in relation with UN standards on human rights (especially the CRPD) and of the 2008 Interim Report of the Special Rapporteur on Torture.
Discussion the case of Mrs. A in relation with CRPD:
· Violation of  Article 12 of CRPD :  Mrs A and her family didn’t receive the support ( appropriate measure)   to recognize the admission decision which make Mrs A furious and amke her family ambivalent  about admission decision.
· Violation of  Article 14 ,15,16 of CRPD : Also she didn’t enjoy of liberty and security and she deprived of her liberty, subjected to violance , abuse and  inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment because she chain for long time without routine contol every two  hours which lead to kill  Mrs A . 

· Violation of  Article 25 of CRPD : Mrs A didn’t receive of highest attainable standard of health on the basis of free and informed consent , respect of human rights, dignity, autonomy , needs of persons and with an ethical standards 

Discuss the case of Mrs. A in relation with 2008 Interim Report of the Special Rapporteur on Tortur

Mrs.A had been suffered from  poor living conditions in psychiatric institutions are often coupled with severe forms of restraint and seclusion which deprived Mrs A from adequate medical care, and caused constitute torture and ill-treatment, also the treatment condition discriminate Mrs A which was caused severe pain and suffering, and constitute torture or form of ill-treatment. lack of reasonable accommodations for Mrs A create detention  that amount to ill-treatment and torture. Prolonged use of restraint can lead to muscle atrophy, life-threatening deformities and even organ failure”, and exacerbates psychological damage. The Special Rapporteur notes that there can be no therapeutic justification for the prolonged use of restraints, which may amount to torture or ill-treatment.  Arbitrary or unlawful deprivation of liberty based on the existence of a disability might also inflict severe pain or suffering on the individual , so the conditions of detention and the treatment inflicted must be taken into account.

 As a summary Mrs A had suffered from violence and abuse and neglect, also she was deprived of her liberty for long periods of time including what may against her will and without her free and informed consent. Inside this hospital Mrs A  had been  subjected to  neglect, severe forms of restraint and seclusion, as well as physical, mental violence. The lack of reasonable accommodation in detention facilities lead to the risk of exposure to neglect, violence, abuse, torture and ill-treatment . Finally she was subjected to torture , cruel and  inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment 
 2.How this case can be managed in my ccountry (Palestine) ?
Community mental helath team( Psychologist,social worker, nurse, occupational therapist and psychiatrist) they put an comprehensive intervention plan after diagnosis the case, describe the suitable medication with continous monitoring and evaluation by home visit every week and attending the case to community mental health center every week
But if there are no improvement on the  case symptoms the team discuss the case to know the obstacle and  try to hold it

But if the case reach to dangerous  situation (dangerous to himself or to other) and there is no way to control this case in the community(home&  cmh center) as a  final solution CMHC team  and by the psychiatrist , they  refer  this case to mental health hospital 
In mental health hospital as a first step the receive the referal note which done by mental health team in community mental health center ,then in admission unit the psychiatrist and the nurse make  an assesment by interview the case and the relatives and take the decision to admit this case or not

If this case be dangerous  to himself or to the other, the psychiatrist describe  the sedative medication to help them to make the case under control but if there is no responding to medication , then the case put in (single closed room) this room design by  safe way which make the client safe from dangerous and still under monitoring 24 hours by the nurse which they watch the monitoring system(camera) for 24 hour 

In mental health hospital there is morning meeting which already prepared by psychologist, social worker , nurse and psychiatrist , which they interviewed and monitor the case ,the purpose of this meeting is to discuss this case to find the suitable decision and comprehensive intervention with the case,  then the  psychiatrist do  the round ( clinical visit to the patients) to  review  the situation by interviewing the case and getting the nurse notes about the case during the previous time and continue  in suitable intervention plan
3.  Suggestion about the possible change in my country legislations about involuntary admission and treatment in order to better implement human rights issues:
· Provide persons with disabilities with the same range, quality and standard of free or affordable health care and programmes as provided to other persons, including in the area of sexual and reproductive health and population-based public health programmes
· Require health professionals to provide care of the same quality to persons with disabilities as to others, including on the basis of free and informed consent by, inter alia, raising awareness of the human rights, dignity, autonomy and needs of persons with disabilities through training and the promulgation of ethical standards for public and private health care; 

· No one shall be subjected to torture or to cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment. In particular, no one shall be subjected without his or her free consent to medical or scientific experimentation. 

· State  shall take all effective legislative, administrative, judicial or other measures to prevent persons with disabilities, on an equal basis with others, from being subjected to torture or cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment or punishment. 
·  In order to prevent the occurrence of all forms of exploitation, violence and abuse, State  shall ensure that all facilities and programmes designed to serve persons with disabilities are effectively monitored by independent authorities. 

· State  shall take all appropriate measures to promote the physical, cognitive and psychological recovery, rehabilitation and social reintegration of persons with disabilities who become victims of any form of exploitation, violence or abuse, including through the provision of protection services. Such recovery and reintegration shall take place in an environment that fosters the health,welfare, self-respect, dignity and autonomy of the person and takes into account gender- and age-specific needs. 

· Persons with disabilities have  a right to access to a range of in-, residential and other community support services, including personal assistance necessary to support living and inclusion in the community, and to prevent isolation or segregation from the community; 

· State must insure community services and facilities for the general population on an equal basis to persons with disabilities and are responsive to their needs. 
Suggestion  about involuntery admission& treatment  procedure:
1.Involuntery admission or retention shall initially be for a short as specified by domestic law for observation and preliminary treatment pending review of the admission or retention by the review body. The ground of the admission shall be communicated to the patient without delay and the fact of the admission and the grounds for it shall be communicated promptly and in detail to the review body, to the patients personal representative, if any,and, unless the patient objects, to the patient family
· How long are patients retained involuntery? Is this period of time determined, Or limited ?

· Does the patient knows the ground of his/her admission?

· Who else informed about involuntery admission?Is the patient consents is required? Whats the procedure for minor who are involuntery admission? Are patient or guardian routinely informed?

2. Mental health facility may receive involunterly admission patients only if the facility has been designated to do so by acompetent authority prescribed by the domestic law
· Has the facility receiving involuntery patient been designed by the competent authority to do so?

· Mental health facility must be in appropriate design to receive involuntery patient of specific classifications? For example forensic patient.
