ASSIGNMENT FOR THE MODULE 8

MENTAL HEALTH CARE FOR ALL IN PRISONS
Having in the view the need to have the same Criminal Code for legal proceedings, I must propose some objectives which are absolutely necessary in order to transfer to  the responsibility for care to the national Health Services.

These objectives are:

1. The decrease of the serious overcrowding in the prisons. 
2. Prisons system capacity improvement in order to fight against the problems associated with drugs. 

3. The improvement of the medical care for the prisoners with mental disabilities.
4. The improvement of coordination, control, support and guiding activities within the prisons. 

5. Detection of the mental disorder in the immigrant population from prisons.
6. Stop the abuse of mental disorders prisoners by other prisoners.

Strategies: 

1. To reduce the overcrowding in the prisons and their negative effects is necessary to be set up the centers for the preventive arrest which are organized and functioning under the governance of Prisons` National Administration. 

2. To move the prisoners who are in the preventive arrest from the basement of the police stations in the locations fit to their disabilities.

3. The endowment of the prisons with the testing, finding and analyzing means for the drugs.  
4. Prisoners with mental disabilities will be treated according to CRPD, taking into account the right of the imprisoned person to reject or agree the medical treatment for such a mental disability.
5. The number growth of specialists in the disability field for the prisons. 

6. Record and monitor the immigrant population who has mental disabilities. 
7. The equipment for monitoring the prisoners, accordingly to the legislation in force, for fighting against the abuse and torture. 

8. Anti-stigma campaigns organize within the prisons. 

Plans to achieve all the above mentioned:

1. The preventive arrest centers will have the mental disabilities locations endowed and assisted by medical specialist in the domain. 

2. The physician of the prison, appointed by the Manager of the unit, is taking part from the forensic- medical expertise Commission in order to postpone/ break the conviction/punishment by the mental disability reasons. 

3. Clinical and paraclinical tests necessary to be made the expertise, which have been recommended by the physicians from forensic-medical Commission, will be done in the medical units and at mental disorder in specialty services indicated by these ones. 

4. Based on the conclusions of the in specialty examinations, the physician of the prison will appreciate if the mental disorder of the respective person can be treated or does not within medical network of the Prisons` National Administration medical network.

5.  The regularly assessment of the mentally ill prisoners into the Community Centers of mental Health.

6. The establishment of the new centers of mental health- 1 center for 100,000 inhabitants.
7. The development of community psychiatry.  

8. The psychiatrically care will be assisted by sector.

9. Modernization of the infrastructure.

10. Diversification of therapeutically programs. 

11. Training of the specialists for mental disorders.

12. The adoption of necessary measures in order to execute in the conditions of safe the guardian missions and escort of the persons with mental disabilities who are convicted, to the outdoors from the place of conviction, the transfer of these prisoners to and from the medical facilities.

13. In case that the convicted person with mental disability was subdue to the torture, inhuman or degrading treatments or to any other bad treatments, the forensic-medical expertise will be made accordingly to the rules in force.

14. The assessment of the drugs consumer will be performed by the case manager together with the specialists who are assuring the medical, psychological and social care in the prisons. , respectively by the multi-disciplinary team that assists the drugs consumers.

15. Case manager will coordinate, monitor and asses periodically the program implementation for the drugs consumers.  

16. The specific activities organization, with the attendance of the specialist from Anti-Drug National Agency, some other specialized public institutions, as well as some non-for-profit organizations. 

17. Organization of the special programs for information, instruction and counseling, prevention of the recidivisms, for the persons with the antecedents in the drugs consuming. 
18. Depending upon the place of detention, there will take place the activities for prisoners with mental disabilities, control of the location, supervising, points of the prisoners receiving, escorts, safe guards’ locations, visits, and so on.
